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The occurrences in Iran are axiomatically the pinnacle of 
disrespect towards Human Rights. The government of the
 Islamic republic has with perspicuity and on a daily basis
 been breaking the conventions of Human rights and other
 international conventions, even its own constitution. 
The security forces of the Islamic republic has with false
 accusation arrested and in its prisons with utter violence 
physically and psychologically tortured the itellectuals,  
writers, journalists, politically, workers, women and 
students activists.
Minority and nationalist activists in various parts of Iran, namely Kurdistan, Azerbaijan, Khuzestan and Baluchistan whom are striving for equal rights for all the people of Iran has been falsely accused, harassed, arrested and tortured. 


Religious minorities have been forbidden to conduct their religious ceremonies, attacks against their gathering and prayer facilities, arrestments, persecution for their beliefs has taken place repeatedly and is still an every day reality.
The Islamic government has turned Iran into a public prison for all its citizens.

To name a few of the latest breaches of Human Rights made by this government;
· The arrestment and imprisonment of the workers rights activists, Mahmoud Salehi, Mansour Osanloo, Ebrahim Maddadi, Reza Bagheban. 
· Arrestments and imprisonment of student and human rights activists; Maziar Samiee, Arman Sedaghat, Behnan Saharmand, Ali Azizi, Bahram Rafteati, Ali Nikoonesbaty, Ehsan Mansouri, Ahmad Ghasaban, Majid tavakoli, Abbas Khorsandi, Mansour Farji, Mohammad Sadigh. 
· Arrestement and accusment of women’s right activists, Ronak Safarzadeh, Hana Abadi, Sepideh Pouraghayi, Mariam Hosseinkhah, Delaram Ali.
· The arrestment and suspicious death of a young doctor, Zahra Baniyaghob in Hamedan prison.
·  The issuance of an human rights activist in Kurdistan, Adnan Hosseinpour
· The repeated arrestment of Heshmatollah Tabarzadi and many more examples.

The actions and encounter of the regime on all the acts above mentioned is a setback to the forthright human rights manifesto which the Islamic government has signed and is obliged to implement. The association of “Defense for human rights and democracy” in Gothenburg recognizes that the struggle for implementing human rights in Iran is one of the key issues for the people of Iran. 
In order for the Iranian people to gain the freedoms and human rights entitled to them by amongst other the UN conventions on Human Rights, the awkward autocratic and anti people government of the Islamic republic must be defeated. 
We echo the same voice and are standing by every human right activist in Iran whom with great difficulties is fighting for safeguarding and assuring these rights.

We condemn the setback of human rights and demand from the human rights commission in the United Nations to utilize all legal methods, political and diplomatic pressures, in order to force the government of the Islamic republic in Iran to ones and for all acknowledge the Human Rights Convention and respect its content.
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
